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BODY, TECNHOLOGY AND TIME

Both in the arts as in the sciences, contemporary society has been witnessing a growing closeness
between body and technology. Writers such as Donna Haraway (The Cyborg Manifesto), artists (e.g.
Stelarc, whose work includes the integration of technological devices in his own body), philosophers
as Don lhde (Bodies in Technology), or scientists like Ray Kurzweil (The Age of Intelligent Machines,
1990, and The Age of Spiritual Machines, 1999) have explored in several fields of thinking and acting
intersections that increasingly suppress the frontier between natural processes and scientific
progress.

From this standpoint, the conference BODY, TECHNOLOGY AND TIME invites to a discussion of the
relationship between the body, human development and technological advancement in the course of
time. It is known that life, be it on its biological or social stance, unfolds within a setting of multiple
and mutual influences, which accounts for the fact that any change occurring in a given environment
causes impact on all the others in the vicinity. Therefore, the concept of body must be understood in
its broadest sense so that it includes the environments that affect and are affected by changes in it —
the house, the school, the workplace, leisure places, planet Earth.

In this line of thought, the conference suggests a reflection on multi and interdisciplinary studies, from
the natural setting to academic, social, artistic and scientific domains, from which derive, in its full
complexity, human life. Thus, we welcome contributions in the following themes:

CORPO, TECNOLOGIA E TEMPO

Tanto nas artes como nas ciéncias, o mundo contemporaneo tem assistido a uma
aproximagdo crescente entre o corpo e a tecnologia. Escritores como Donna Haraway (The
Cyborg Manifesto), artistas como Stelarc, cuja obra inclui o recurso a diversos equipamentos
tecnoldgicos integrados no préprio corpo, filésofos como Don Ihde (Bodies in Technology), ou
cientistas como Ray Kurzweil (The Age of Intelligent Machines, 1990, e The Age of Spiritual
Machines, 1999) exploram em diversas dreas das ideias e da acdo humana intersec¢des que
derrubam barreiras entre os processos naturais e o progresso cientifico.
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O congresso propoe-se refletir sobre as relagdes entre o corpo, o desenvolvimento humano
e o avanco tecnoldgico ao longo do tempo. Sabendo como a vida, tanto em termos biolégicos
como sociais, se desenrola num quadro de constelacdes de influéncias interdependentes,
gualquer mudanca ocorrida num ambiente repercute-se em todos os outros que lhe estado
proximos. Assim, o corpo humano deverd ser entendido nas suas extensGes — a casa, a
escola, o local de trabalho, os espacos de lazer, o planeta — e as repercussdes de uma
mudanga ocorrida num dos ambientes nao dispensa a andlise dos seus efeitos nos outros.

Neste sentido, as linhas tematicas do congresso incluem propostas de estudos multi e
interdisciplinares, que vao desde o ambiente natural aos varios ambientes sociais,
académicos, cientificos e artisticos que compdem, na sua complexidade, a vida humana,
incluindo consideragdes éticas e religiosas, com destaque para os seguintes eixos de estudo:
